ACTIVITY
WHWREAS, WHWREAS, it has become

necessary to fix non-formal street trade is becoming

more and more prevalent in Addis Ababa city is
recognizing that it is negatively impacting the

formal commercial system;

WHWREAS, it has been found necessary to urban
beauty and scenery; urban cleanup, traffic flow and
activity, and the prevalence of smuggling and the
fact that it causes great hardship in the city's peace
and security if non-formal street trade is not
regulated by order;

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WHWREAS, it has become necessary to keep
people in the sector engaged into a formal business
system and it is possible to find the economic
benefits of non-formal street trade and to address
the problems it causes, as the sector has been
legalized and run orderly;

WHEREAS, it has been found necessary to
Regulations No. 88/2017, which had previously
been in force to direct and systemize non-formal
business, made it more in line with the current

situation, requiring replacement;

NOW, THEREFORE, this regulation is issued by
the Cabinet of Addis Ababa City Government in
accordance with Article 94 of the Addis Ababa
City Government Executive Organs Establishment
and to Re-specify the Power and Duties of the
thereof Proclamation No. 84/2023.
PART ONE
GENERAL PROVISIONS

1. Short Title

This regulation may be cited as the "Addis
Ababa City Government Regulation to Direct
and Regulate the Non-formal Trade Activity
Regulation No. 184/2025".

2. Definition

In this regulation, unless the context or the

phrase provides otherwise:

1. "Government" means the Addis Ababa
City Government;

"Proclamation” means the commercial

"Bureau" means the trade bureau of the
Addis Ababa city government;

"Office™ means the trade office of a sub-
city or woreda administration, depending
on the appropriate circumstances;

"Street” means main street; feeder road,
ring road, square; sidewalk; road divider,
roadside which adds open spaces when it is
open;

"Non-Formal Street Trade' means a type
of business that operates by offering goods
and services to the consumer society for
sale in small capital goods and services on
the street at an approved location and days
under this regulation, without registering
on a commercial register and issuing a
business license or having a permanent
business house or place, at an estimated
cost of 200,000.00 /two hundred thousand/
Birr;
"Non-Formal Street Trader" means
someone who conducts a street business in
an approved place; day and time according
to this regulation;

"Sunday Market" means a place where
wholesalers, and

producers, farmers,

enterprise-organized associations in
selected streets or open spaces can deny
weekend produce, merchandise, or service

marketing;

"Record™" means a main record prepared by
the bureau so as to register those
individuals who are involving in the non-
formal trade activity;

"Permanent Market Place” means a place
allocated or prepared for the trade and in
which a program is scheduled for the date,
time and business type of the non-formal
trade activity and such continues as per the
thereof until the site is needed for
development that for the purposes of the
enactment of this regulation;

"Temporary Market Place” means a
place where the non-formal trade activity is
being carried out, having set the business
type, on the roads and roundabouts which
are prepared for such activity where the
day and time fir the trade activity is not
programmed,;

"Non-Formal Sanitation” means a
sanitation activity especially carried out in
all the places where non-formal trade
activity is held followed by its happening
as per the specified day and time of the
thereof by the sanitation administration
agency, in a special condition, out of its
regular and planned cleaning of the various
places, avenues, roads and roundabouts;

"A License that Hanging from the
Chest” is a license or identification or label
issued or renewed during the fiscal year for
a tradesman who operates a non-formal
street trade while hanging from the chest,
or has not expired for renewal under the
Sub Article (3) of Article 14 of this
regulation.

15. "Administrative Measure” means a
measure taken by, as may be necessary, the
Bureau or Office of the sub-city or woreda
on the non-formal trader who disobeys this
regulation and other relevant directives
from giving a verbal warning to revocation
of the permit;

16. ”Task Force” is the body that oversees,
and provides monitoring support for, the
operation of an non-formal street trade
system in a manner that is in place;

17. “Person” means a natural or juridical
person;

18. Any expression in the masculine gender

includes the feminine.

Scope of Application

This regulation shall be applicable on any
individual who is involving in the non-formal
trade activity within the region of the Addis

Ababa city government.

Objective

The objective of this regulation is:

1. By establishing a system through which
non-formal street trade could be run,
enabling it to be helpful for the economy
and social movement;

2. It is to enable them to enter the formal
trade system next by resolving the

problems seen in the sector and providing

adequate support.
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5. Record Organization

1.

A record, which is used to register any
individual who is involving in the non-
formal street trade activity, shall be

organized by this regulation;

. The Bureau shall register any individual who

is engaged in the non-formal street trade
activity within  the city government

according to this regulation.

6. To be Reqgistered

1.

Any individual shall not be permitted to
involve in a non-formal trade activity in any
place within the region of the city
government without being registered on the

record;

. A person, who engages in business on an

non-formal street trade on a weekend, known
as a Sunday market and temporarily closing
the areas where traffic is not frequent, must

register under this regulation;

. In order to shape the cost of living and

stabilize the market price, people who do
business with the Bureau or offices in a
tailor's business must register under this
regulation to provide agricultural and
industrial products to the consumer at an
affordable price on the Sunday market;

. Any individual shall be registered on the

record in the office of the woreda near where

he works;

. Any individual shall be registered only once

on the record.
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7.

Issues that go on Record

A non-formal record of street trade needs to
contain the following information:

1. The merchant's full name;

2. Citizenship;

3. Residential address;

4. Address to the street trade's run;

5. The trade's type of work or sector.

Registration Requirement

An applicant wishing to engage in non-formal

street trade must submit the following

documents:

1. Two (4*4) photographs of the applicant
which are taken within six months period,;

2. Digital ID that ensures that he is resident in
city government;

3. Tax Payer ldentification Number (TIN)
given by the office of the tax collector;

4. Proof of being 18 years old;

5. Written Woreda

administrative office in which he resides in

evidence from the
the city government that he is not engaged
in regular trade or any other job and is
unemployed;

6. In this Article, although there are Provisions
from Sub Articles (1) to (5), under Sub
Article (3) of Article 6 of this regulation, if
it has made a tie to the Bureau or office for
the provision of agricultural and industrial
products on the Sunday market, it can only
be registered by providing the binding

document.
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9. Registration Application and Giving

Decision

1. Any individual who wants to involve in a
non-formal trade activity should fill the
application form prepared by the bureau
together with attaching the evidences stated
under Article 7 of this regulation and submit
it to the Woreda Office before starting the
business;

2. If the submitted application for registration is
accepted, the Woreda Office shall register
and give a permit that will be hanging from
the merchant’s chest after receiving the
specified payment according to Article 19
(1) of this regulation;

3. The Bureau shall prepare similar forms used
for the registration purpose; make send it to
the Woreda Office;

4. A permit hanging from the chest should be

standardized and not readily prepared.
10. Transferring Registration Information

1. The Woreda Office that carried out the
registration based on this regulation shall
transfer the registration information daily to
the Sub-City using a form prepared for such
a case. The Office of the Sub-City shall also
transfer the thereof to the Bureau on the
second day.

2. The Woreda Office that has made
registration as protected as provided by Sub
Article (1) of this Article must notify the
relevant stakeholders in writing to facilitate
the  follow upping of registration
information;

3. The Bureau maintains a record of the
registration information passed under Sub
Article (1) of this Article under Sub Article
(2) of Article 5 of this Regulation, which
records on the modern management of
information by software being developed as
required.
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11.

12.

Giving Recognition

Any person who engaged in non-formal trade

activity that was registered as per this
regulation and was given a permit which is
hanging from the chest or engaged in a Sunday
market to stabilize a market, and who worked in
an approved place shall be recognized legally to
carry out a small business activity in
accordance with this regulation.

Registration Change or Improvement

1. If anyone wishes to change from their
registered and  assigned  workplace
environment to  another  workplace
environment in order to conduct their non-
formal street trade, he must cancel his prior
registration under Article 6 Sub Article (3)
and Article 9 Sub Article (2) of this
Regulation, and return to the Woreda Office
a permit hanging from the chest issued from
the Woreda Office;

2. According to Sub Article (1) of this Article,
a street trader who has had his registration
revoked and has returned his permit can take
a shipping paper and go to a Woreda Office
in his chosen area to make the delivery and
register the carry;

3. Any person shall appear at the office of the
Woreda that he has registered and fill a form
prepared by the Bureau if he wants to change
or improve the already registered business
type being carried out to another one;

4. The Office of the Woreda shall give
assurance for the submittal of the registration
change or improvement and acceptance of
the thereof; and notify the date of acceptance
and registration change or improvement to
the applicant and relevant stakeholders in
writing in detail. The submitted registration
change or improvement shall not be
considered as replaced or upgraded unless
the written assurance is given.
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13. Effective Date and Renewal of Permit

Hanging from the Chest
1. Under the Sub Article (2) of Article 9 of
this Regulation, a permit hanging from a

given chest shall be upheld if it is not
revoked under this regulation and renewed
annually;

2. Anyone engaged in street trade will have
their taxes fixed and charged from July 1,
until August 30, within the 2-month period
following the end of the fiscal year;

3. Under Sub Article (2) of this Article, a
renewal of the permit must be filed and
renewed with the Woreda Office which
granted the permit each year, paying the
appropriate fee by providing clearances
from the pay Taxes Office from July 1 of
the fiscal year until December 30;

4. Under Sub Article (3) of this Article, a
non-formal trader who did not renew his
permit or identification during the fiscal
year could renew his permit by paying
double the fee, thus renewing his permit;

5. According to Sub Article (4) of this
Article, a person who has not renewed his
permit or identification will be disqualified
from the record; the subscriber must return
a permit hanging from the chest given to
him; if he does not answer, he is considered

to be erased as if he were in his possession.
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14. Issuance of Replacement Permit Hanging

from the Chest

1.

Anyone who has registered a street trade
can obtain a permit in exchange for
applying in writing to the Woreda Office
that had previously granted it that a permit
hanging from the chest given was lost or
defaced,;

Anyone whose permit hanging from the
chest was defaced would return the derelict
when he asked for a replacement;

The Woreda Office issues a permit or ID in
lieu of charging the appropriate service fee
for the permit or ID lost or damaged upon

application.

15. Rights and Obligations of a Person who is

Registered and Granted the Permit Hanging

from the Chest

Any person registered under this regulation

and granted to permit hanging from the chest:

1.

Rights
a) Conducting the street trade that records

and is authorized; taking a permit;

b) Taking a replacement if the permit
given to was lost or damaged,;

c) Notified the Woreda Office of the
business sector of the street that trades
and the place or area where it trades,
and provided for conversion,
improvement, development;

d) Of organizing by association under
appropriate law based on the area of
conduct or the area of work in which it

trades;
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2. Obligation and Restrictions

a) The Woreda Office must only work on
the location, date, time, and
employment that it permits and
assigns;

b) Must supply the industrial products it
holds for the operation of a non-
standard business, the legal receipt of
which it bought;

c) Showing proper respect for consumers
and users;

d) To make a putting permit on the chest
which was given by the registerer
around the neck and make it clearly
visible while on duty;

e) Provide information promptly up on
the request of the registerer;

f) Properly clean the place when
finishing the non-formal trade activity;

g) Keep the hygiene, peace and security
of the surroundings;

h) Have the obligation not to sell at
unpermitted places and not to disturb
the traffic flow;

i) Registration by proxy is prohibited;

j) The quality, quantity, content of the
goods it holds for street trade should
not be changed or disrupt, nor should it
the consumer focus and user;

k) Not selling false or fake products;

I) Not possessing products that demand
competency assurance or criterion;

m) Hold carefully to prevent the putting

on a given chest from being to avoid
spoiling; he should not hand it over to

another person.
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16. Service Payment

17.

The Bureau provides informal access to the
registration of street trade and to the relevant
authority for issuing or renewing a permit or
identification hanging from the chest and
studying service fees required for associated
services, which it applies when permitted.

Revocation from a Record and Taking

Administrative Measure

1. Any individual who is involved in a non-

formal trade activity shall be revoked from

the record due to the following reasons:

a) Termination of the trade activity;

b) Death;

c) Being found registered using fraud
information or document;

d) If found working in contrary to the
permitted and described place, date,
time or the non-formal trade activity
on the ID or involving in a trade
activity that is not allowed;

e) If fails to correctly and timely submit
information required by the Bureau or
the Woreda Office;

f) If fails to meet the quality or type or
standards of health and hygiene safety,

the

environmental  protection  of

consumer and the commodity or
service; or committing other illegal
activity or possessing contraband
goods or other goods owned by a
trader involving in a formal trade

activity according to the Proclamation;

g) If the permit hanging from the chest is
not renewed according to Sub Article(
3)of Article 14 of this Regulation;

h) If found in any act of cheating or
misleading the consumer or violates

this Regulation in any other condition.

2. Bureau is warned when any registered and

licensed person who does street trade in
some way obtains it, and he contradicts this
Regulation through his support and
inspection of the non-formal systemization

of street trade;

. When it is proved that any street trader

committed faults relating to Sub Article (1)
of this Article:
a) The

announces in

Woreda Office
about the

Bureau or

writing
abolition of the perpetrator by revoking
an informal street trader from a record.

b) A street trader whose permit has been
revoked must return a permit hanging
from the chest that the Bureau or
Woreda Office has issued;

c) Removes its trade goods and utilities
and releases the place where the street
trade used to operate.

PART THREE
WORK FIELDS PERMITTED FOR

STREET TRADE, PLACE OF MARKET

AND TRANSITION TO A REGULAR
TRADE

18. Work Fields Permitted for Street Trade

1. A person engaged in non-formal street

trade is a type of business that works, a list
of a work field or career is to be authorized

by law;
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2. Subject to the Provision of Sub Article (1)
of this Article, the types or fields of
business permitted to operate for a person
engaged in non-formal street trades are
determined by the Directives that the
Bureau is periodically studying;

3. The Bureau may, under this Articles 6 and
13, determine, by Directives, the types of
minor non-formal street trade that do not
need to register and issue permits;

4. A business that is engaged in street trade
must be a type of business that does not
require the certification and requirement of

professional qualifications.

19. Determination of Areas where Street Trade

is Permitted to Conduct Business and

Performing Facilities

1. A place to do street trade can be provided
by one of the following categories:
a) At a permanent market place;
b) At atemporary market place;

c) Saturday and Sunday market.

2. Street trade can only be done when it
receives the approval of the task force on
streets that are carefully identified by the
parties concerned, in such a way as to
ensure the City's main streets; and in a way
that does not affect the City's beauty, nor is
it safe;

3. In the case of irregular streets approved for
street trade, the Bureau will place signage

or plant or have them blocked;
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4.

Informally permitted areas for street trade,

in terms of traffic movement and
streamlining; the distance they must have
from the road; the convenience and
proximity they have to consumers; in terms
of preventing the undue market of regular
traders, and so on, will be a requirement or
standard;

Considering the type and character of the
business, the Bureau also develops or
develops the type and design of modern
portable prefabricated city beauties capable
of maintaining commercial operation for

the street, and capacitive facilities.

20. Making the Transition to a Reqular Trade

1.

Under this Regulation, anyone engaged in
non-formal trade must be transitioned a
formal trade system from the time of their
employment to the age of 2 (two) years
when the total amount of wealth reached
200,000 (two hundred thousand) Birr;

It will be determined by the Bureau's
Directive on the transfer to a formal

business system.

21. Providing Support and Inspection

1.

Inspectors of the Woreda shall inspect and
provide support so as to ensure whether the
registered individual who was given the
permit or ID hanging from the chest is
fulfilling his obligation properly and the
business is being carried out as per this

Regulation or not;
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2. Any inspection Officer of the Bureau or
Office that carries out the inspection should
show his work place ID first to the
individual who is involving in a non-formal
trade activity.

PART FOUR
ESTABLISHING TASKFORCE, SUPPORT
AND INSPECTION AND CONTRIBUTION
OF STAKEHOLDERS
22. Establishing A Taskforce

1. A task force at city, sub-city and wereda
level was set up under this Regulation,
which oversaw and guided the taskforces
working to achieve the task of the non-
formal street trade;

2. The task force at City level will be
accountable to the Mayor of Addis Ababa
City.

23. Naming of the Taskforce Members

1. Task Force Members will be:
a) Deputy Mayor of the City

2. The number of Members may be increased
by mayor when necessary.

24. Duty and Responsibility of the Task force

The task force will have the following duty and

responsibilities:

1. It oversees, follows up, controls the
implementation of this Regulation;

2. It makes policy recommendations in
relation to street trade;

3. It follows up and confirms the existence of
effective coordination between
stakeholders;

4. Discusses and approves requirements and
standards of street trade that are prepared
and proposed by the Bureau or relevant
authorities regarding permitted areas;

5. It discusses and decides on places of trade
that are identified and prepared by the
parties concerned for the use of the street
trade;

6. It requires the executive bodies of the
Regulation to submit a timely report on the
performance  of the duties and
responsibilities assigned to them by this
Regulation, reviews their performance, and
provides to the Mayor to be held
accountable  for those who have
demonstrated a weakness in performance;

7. 1t would change the direction or strategy by
which the merchants engaged in street
trade would be transitioned to a formal
trade system, and it would monitor its

implementation, and take corrective action;
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8. It advises on draft Directives issued by the
Bureau for the enforcement of this
Regulation;

9. It makes decisions on other strategic issues
that the coordinator executive bodies makes
decisions for the taskforce;

10. It establishes its own meeting procedure and
internal rule;

11. It makes proposals for the reform of this
Regulation.

25. Task Force Chairperson’s Duty and

Responsibility

1. He leads the task force as a chairperson,
where he makes a call for a meeting pass,
and represents the task force in
communications with third parties;

2. The taskforce's meeting will be held in a
timely manner, where it will find it
necessary to call an emergency meeting so
that the call can be turned over to Members
of the taskforces;

3. Ensures the taskforce decisions are
implemented;

4. Follows-up  whether  decisions and
documents of the taskforce are well
organized through the Secretary of the
taskforce.

26. Meetings _and_Meeting Procedures of the

Taskforce

1. The taskforce meets once every month,
however, when it finds it necessary, it may
call a meeting at any time;

2. The quorum is considered complete when
more than half of the task force members
are present;
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3. The decision of the taskforce is passed by
majority vote, in the event of an equal vote,

the Chairman has casting vote;

4. Follows-up the taskforce decisions and
documents are well organized through a

secretary;

5. The Chairperson may also have other
relevant parties participate in the taskforce

meeting as an evidence, as required;

6. The taskforce may determine its own
meeting and operational procedure with
Directive.

27. Duties and Responsibilities of the Executing
Task Force at Sub-city and Wereda Level
1. The sub-city and Wereda executing task

force shall cause the implementation of the
duties and responsibilities of the executing
task force at city level that are specified
under Article 24 of this Regulation at the
respective administrative stratum;

2. Carry out other duties given by the
executing task force at city or sub-City
level.

28. Members of the Sub-City and Wereda Task
Force
1. The Heads of Sub City Administrative Agencies

listed in Article 23 of this Regulation shall be
Members of the Sub City and Sub-City task

force;

2. The task force at sub-city or Wereda level will
be accountable to the Chief Executive of the
Sub City.
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29. Contribution of the Executive Bodies of the

Regulation
The following stated executive bodies of the

City Government will have the following role
depending on their stake in implementing this
Regulation:
1. Contribution of the Trade Bureau
a) Identifies the people who may be
involved in non-formal street trade and
places of information in coordination

with stakeholders;

b) Records non-formal street traders who

are identified and meet the criteria;

c) Performs the work of creating
awareness for people involved in street
trade to be organized into associations,
it coordinates, and supports;

d) It studies or makes studies of the
contribution of an non-formal street
trade in entrepreneurship made by
market  stabilization and overall

development to the City's economy;

e) Makes it possible for women engaged in
the field and people with disabilities to

benefit from a priority place of market;

f) Determines the amount of rent to be

paid for the place of market;

g) Provides training that allows them to
transition from a non-formal street trade

to a more formal trade system.

5. Role of Women, Children, and Social Affairs

Bureau

a) Follow up whether informal street
trading activities respect the rights
benefits and safety of women and
people with disabilities;

b) Work in collaboration with relevant
organs to ensure that women and
persons with disabilities to actively
participate in the economic activities of
the informal street trading as well as
benefit from the thereof;

6. Contribution of Traffic Management

Authority

a) Identify places for carrying out the
nonformal trade activity in line with
the transport and traffic flow of the
City; it marks, informs the Bureau of
those who identify them, and exempt
them from traffic activities;

b) Places signs of risk protection on roads
that are allowed to carry out non-
formal business; it assigns supervisory
professionals.

7. Contribution of the Code Enforcement

Authority
a) It follows up and inspects whether

people who performs street trade are
registered and permitted in the streets
where non-formal or Sunday market
trade is conducted; in squares and open
spaces; it takes legal action against a
person who is unregistered and found

to be operating without a permit;
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b) It follows up and inspects the street trade
in squares, open spaces in unauthorized
ways; it takes legal action;

c) It follows-up, inspects and notifies the
Bureau for legal action to be taken people
allowed by the Bureau whether it is being
carried out in keeping with the City's
aesthetic standards; to trade in permitted
roads; squares and open spaces on the date
of approval; time; place and participation

in permitted work.

8. Contribution of Sanitary Management

Agency

a) The agency shall clean the roads and
its surroundings in which the non-
formal trade activity is carried out, as
per this Regulation, by setting special
cleaning program without following
the regular cleaning program;

b) Will deposit landfill pools as required,
lifting them at the time.

9. Addis Ababa City Police Commission

a) When a Code Enforcing Authority has
control to implement this Regulation, it
provides police support in cases that are
required,;

b) It follows-up, inspects, and maintains
the peace and security of the place for
carrying out the non-formal trade
activity is carried out.

10. Food and Drug Authority

The authority, under this Regulation,
exercises inspection in relation to health
under the relevant law regarding food for
sale on the streets; it takes legal action
when necessary or makes it possible to
take it.

Submitting Grievance on the Administrative

Measure

In accordance with this Regulation, any person
to whom an administrative measure has been
taken:
1. May submit his grievance in writing
hierarchically to the day that the
administrative measure was announced by
the Bureau of the Sub-City or Woreda;
2. The body that accepted the petition shall
give its response to the complainant within

ten (10) working days in writing.
