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REGULATION No.185/2025
A REGULATION TO MAKE IT GIVE THE
COMMERCIAL AND TRANSPORT
SERVICES IN THE EVENING

WHWREAS, it has become necessary to ensuring
the consistency and continuity of the activities that
are becoming more common to treat commercial
activities and services in the evening given the
economic and social change of the city of Addis
Ababa has now experienced, the working culture
and needs of most of the community have changed;

WHWREAS, it has become necessary to create a
comfortable environment where commercial
institutions and service providers are serviced in the
evening in addition to day-long services to realize
the city's competitiveness the city's widespread
infrastructure is being used to intensify its
resurgence in the economy, to further develop a
working culture, to accelerate economic growth;

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WHWREAS, it has become necessary to make
them the preferred places that society frequents to
relax and rest commercial and service provider
institutions along the city's roadside light up their
stand-by lights that further highlight the beauty of
the area and are helpful in ensuring peace and
security;

WHWREAS, it has become necessary to the need
to proclaim by law the system of procedures under
which commercial and public transport service
institutions could perform their duties in the
evening.

NOW, THEREFORE, this regulation is issued by
the Cabinet of Addis Ababa City Government in
accordance with Article 94 of the Addis Ababa
City Government Executive Organs Establishment
and to Re-specify the Power and Duties of the
thereof Proclamation No. 84/2023.

PART ONE

GENERAL PROVISIONS
1. Short Title

This Regulation may be cited as "A Regulation

to make it give the Commercial and Transport
Services in the Evening Regulation No.
184/2025".

2. Definition
In this Regulation, unless the context or the
phrases otherwise requires:

1. "City” means Addis Ababa City;

2. “City Government” means Addis Ababa City
Government.

3. “Bureau” means Addis Ababa city Government
Trade Bureau;

4. “Trader” means anyone who does a commerce
that is legally determined to be a business that
does or provides services to the commercial
activities listed in the Commercial Code in
order to appropriate use a commerce as his
or her career;
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includes the feminine.

3. Scope of Application

This Regulation is in the City of Addis Ababa:

1.

PART TWO

COMMERCIAL AND PUBLIC TRANSPORT

SERVICE INSTITUTIONS DUTY

4. Working Times of Commercial Institutions

Any Commercial Institutions:
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6.

1. The commercial activities that was being run
during the day session as expected and should
be serviced every night from evening 6:00 pm
to evening 9:30 pm by keeping the commercial
institution open to a client;

2. If the entrance door is serviced by closing
during the evening session, the commercial
institution will have to place a lamp-operated
sign in a clearly visible position, indicating that
it is open for use;

3. Despite the Provision of Sub Article (1) of this
Acrticle, it does not apply to commercial or
service provider institutions that provide 24
hours of service in the context of their work
characteristics:

Working

Institutions

Times of Public Transport

Any Public Transport Institution:

1. The public transport service it was conducting
during the day session as expected and should
provide transport services every night until
evening 10:00 pm;

2. It shall be engaged in accordance with the
deployments from the Transport Office within
the period provided by Sub Article (1) of this
Article.

Lighting Up

1. According to a lighting standard issued by
the appropriate city executive, any service
provider must enter a lamp or a fasad light

lamp of the front page of a building;
2. Any commercial institution or service
provider located on the side of the road
must light the institution’s exterior and
interior lighting from evening 6:00 pm until

6:00 am in the early morning;
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3. Any road side housing must be switch on
the out door lighting from evening 6:00 PM
until 6:00 AM in the early morning.

4. Under the Provisions of Sub Article (1) and
(2) of this Article, the light must be checked
before it is in the evening that it is valid.

7. Handling the Client

Any Commercial Institution:

1. Under Article 4 of this Regulation, in the
evening session, when a business is keeping the
institution open, it must provide a service
during the evening session to the full extent of
the service or product that has been offered
during the day session;

2. In spite of the Provisions of Sub Article (1) of
this Article, it would be unforced to provide
goods or products that could not be marketed in
their nature and would not be long maintained
or would take time to prepare;

3. Under Sub Article (1) of Article 5 of this
Regulation, anyone who provides public
transport services must be served by a tariff
paid during a day session:

PART THREE
PROHIBITION AND ADMINISTRATIVE
ACTION

8. Prohibition
1. Any Commercial Institution is prohibited
from performing the actions listed below:

a) Closing the commercial facility before
evening 9:30 pm;

b) To avoid being handled in a client by
saying that he is not having a service or
product that he can offer to a server;

c) Roadside commercial institutions and
service providers from evening to dawn
do not illuminate the institution's

exterior and interior lighting;
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d) Building's front part light or Fasad's

light lamp without cross and/or

incandescent light;

e) Without an electrically operated signal
indicating that the entrance to the
commercial institution is open if it is
closed and serviced.

2. Any public transport service provider
institution is prohibited from performing
the actions listed below:

a) Interruption of transport services before
evening 10:00 pm, or withdrawal from
the deployment or cutting off the
deployment line;

b) Charging the passenger more than the

tariff  the city

transport  service

government has enacted.

9. Administrative Action

1. Any commercial institution or service provider
is given written warning by the Bureau to fix
the prohibitions imposed by the Sub Article (1)
of Article 8 of this Regulation within twenty-
four hours of its violation;

2. If he fails to correct it under Sub Article (1) of
this Article, the Bureau is given notice to pay
the administrative fine under the fine table
attached to this rule.

3. If the commercial institution is unable to be
corrected by the administrative fine, and will

misconduct, the fine

frequently  commit

mentioned in the table is:
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a) If commits a second fault, then 1/3 (one-
third) is added and punished;

b) If spends a third time, the penalty 1/3
(one-third) given in this Article ordinary
letter (a) is added and fined, with the
exception that the penalty be imposed,

c) If spends a fourth time, the penalty 1/3
(one-third) given in this Article ordinary
letter (b) is added and fined;

d) If spends a fifth time, the penalty (one-
third) given in the ordinary letter (c) of
this Article is added and fined,;

e) Under this Sub Article, if he is not able
to be fined and rectified, the Bureau
suspends his business license; under the
ban, if the problem is not corrected, his

commercial license will be revoked.

. According to Sub Article (3) of this Article,

the person whose commercial license was
revoked would convey the information that
if the commercial institution was doing
commercial activities in the government
house, the Bureau had informed for the
institution that operated the house, its

commercial license is revoked;

. According to Sub Article (4) of this Atrticle,

the executor who received the information
would terminate the contract that the house
had been made with the person who rented
it, and inform the contracting party that the
contract had been terminated, and take over

the house;
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6. The Bureau of Transport of the City of

Addis Ababa is given notice to pay the
administrative fine under the table attached
to this regulation when it is found to have
circumvented the prohibitions imposed by
the Sub Article (2) of Article 8 of this
regulation;

If the public transport service provider
institution is unable to be corrected by the
administrative fine, and even frequently
commits faults, it is enforced under Sub
Article (3) of this Article.

10. Taking Administrative Action

1. Under this Regulation, anyone who is

subject to an administrative fine must carry
the notice sheet of a given administrative
fine and immediately appear at the woreda
trade office or transport bureau in the area
where the fault was committed, or perform
the fine by making money in three
consecutive business days through an
electronic payment scheme;

. According to Sub Article (1) of this Atrticle,

a person who does not making money, the
administrative fine is required to pay double

the amount of fined money imposed,

If he refuses to accept a notice of fault, he is
deemed to have received and shall be
enforced under the Provision of Sub Article
(2) of this Article;

The Bureau or the Bureau of Transportation
organizes and sends the evidence to the City
Administrative  Justice  Bureau  for
prosecution against anyone who did not
making the fine under Sub Article (2) of

this Article.
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PART FOUR
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

11. Grievance and Petition Handling Procedure

1. Anyone who is complaining about the
administrative decision of the Bureau or the
Bureau of Transportation may submit a
grievance to the executive body's grievance
committee, which has made the grievance
decision within three consecutive days of
the decision;

2. The grievance committee, which has
accepted the grievance, must investigate the
matter during the 5 consecutive working
days from the date of receipt of the
grievance and submit the recommendation
to the Bureau or the Head of the Bureau of
Transportation;

3. A recommendation is made by the Head of
the Bureau who will make a decision on 5
consecutive working days;

4. The decision of the Head would be final;

5. The fine will remain suspended from
carrying out until a decision is made for the
grievance filed by the complainant;

6. Anyone who is disappointed by the decision
of the head of the executive body may
petition to the competent court.

. Duty to Cooperate

Everyone has the duty to cooperate when asked

in the enforcement of this regulation.

. Inapplicable Laws

Any regulation, directive or customary practice
of the City Cabinet does not apply to issues
covered by this Regulation.
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14. Effective Date

This Proclamation shall enter into force as of
this 8" of March, 2025.
