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REGULATION No. 189/2024

A REGULATION TO PROVIDE FOR THE

ADMINISTRATION OF SPORT FACILITIES OF

THE ADDIS ABABA CITY GOVERNMENT

WHEREAS,

WHEREAS, it is found necessary to facilitate the
participation of the community in different sport
activities at residential areas, schools and working
places and to this end to promote the expansion

and preservation of sport facilities;
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WHEREAS, the availability of sport facilities in
different areas in the required number and quality
creates conducive environment for maintaining
the health, enhancing physical fitness, cultivating
the brain of the community and in particular the
youth, and there by enable them to contribute for
the development of the country; to achieve the
objectives and ends of sport, it has been found
necessary to issue institutional operation system
which  provides for the establishment,
administration, regulation and legal protection of

sport facilities that meet the required standards;

NOW, THEREFORE, in accordance with
Article 94 of the Addis Ababa City Government
Executive Organs Establishment and to Specify
the Power and Duties of the thereof Proclamation
No. 84/2023, the Addis Ababa City Government
Land Tenure Registration and Information

Agency has issued this Directive.
PART ONE

GENERAL PROVISIONS

1. Short Title
This Directive may be cited as:“A Regulation
to Provide for the Administration of Sport
Facilities of the Addis Ababa City
Government Regulation No.189/2024”.
2. Definition
Unless the context or the phrase otherwise
requires in this Regulation:
1. "City" means the Addis Ababa City;
2. "City Administration” means Addis
Ababa City Government;

"Bureau” means the Youth and Sports
Bureau of the Addis Ababa City
Government;

“Sport” means any physical activity
carried out by an individual or a group
either in organized or unorganized
manner for the purpose of maintaining
health, recreation, physical fitness and
cultivation of brain as well as for testing
ones fitness and skill;

“Sport facility” means any facility
established for sporting exercise,
training, competition, and recreation or
sporting events;

“Legal protection” means securing
certain areas not to be used without their
intended  purpose in  the city
administration's master plan for sports
facilities to be used,

“Securing” means keeping sports
venues safe from natural and man-made
disasters;

"Person™ means any natural or juridical

person.

3. Gender Expression

In

this Regulation, any expression in the

masculine gender shall include the feminine

gender.

4. Scope of Application

1.

This Regulation shall be applicable to any
sport facility found in the Addis Ababa

city government;
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2.

Notwithstanding the provisions of Sub-
Article (1) of this Article, this Regulation
may not apply to non-commercial sport
facilities which are found in any individual

residential premises.

5. Objective
Enabling all members of the public to serve
equally and with a sense of integrity by
managing sports facilities and keeping them
safe.

6. Types of Sports Facilities

The following are the types of sports facilities

in which services are provided by the city

government:

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7. Administration Body of the Sports Facility

1. Sports facilities in the city government

will be managed by the Bureau;

2. Notwithstanding the provisions of Sub
Article (1) of this Article, the Bureau at
the center level itself determines the level
of administration that governs the facilities
of the sports facilities outside of what it

administers;

3. Sports facilities made by the local

community will be managed by the

community itself;

4. The Bureau establishes a procedure under
which sporting facilities located in public-
owned and school facilities are used for
the community.

Center-level Administered Sports Facilities

The Bureau administers the following sports
facilities at the center level:

1. Sports education and training centers
under city government;

2. Centers of Sports Excellence;
3. Sports Academies and

4. International Stadiums.

Administering the Sports Facilities

The body that administers a sports facility at
any level will have the following duties and

responsibilities:
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10.

1. It will ensure that a sports facility will
receive the necessary protection;

2. It would organize the evidence of anyone
who causes harm to the sporting facilities,
creates violence, and send it to the
judiciary to be held accountable;

3. When sporting facilities need to be
restored and maintained, it will follow and
execute;

4. It monitors and supports the expansion and
standardization of services provided in
sports facilities;

that the

facilities are suitable for the services of the

5. The sports facility ensures

disabled and ensures their use;

6. It ensures that all members of the public
benefit fairly from the services provided

by the sporting facility;

7. It facilitates the access to the services of
members of the public and a teenager who
cannot afford to pay, and ensures that they

are beneficiaries.

Sports Facilities Administered by the Local
Community

The local community administers the

following sports facilities:

1. Paved meadows that are state-owned on
the areas where the community resides,
and

2. Sport facilities built in a shared housing
area.
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11. Construction Standard for Sports Fields

12. Local

The standard for sports facilities shall be
with  Article 4 of
No. 729/2012 on the

determination of the management of sports

in  accordance
Proclamation

facilities, the classification of sports
facilities and the standard of the Ethiopian

Standards Agency;

The sports facilities that the local

community administers will be at the level

that the Standard sets out by the Bureau.

Community Sports Field

Administration

Any community organization that governs by

taking over the sport field area performs the

following administration functions:

1.

The sports facility will ensure that services
are provided to all beneficiaries on equal
and fair terms;

It creates the necessary amenities for
teenagers to serve as a pastime;

A sports facility will not dream of the
venue, it will expand, it will wait and take
care of it;

A sports facility controls the venue from
being used against its intended purpose;

It will cause the service delivery to
improve;
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6. In order to avoid damage to the sports

facility, it will take precautionary
measures in advance, in the event of
injury, quickly restore it to its original
state, or cause the injury to reinstate a

person who has caused an injury;

7. It will result in periodic maintenance and

restoration taking place.

PART THREE
SERVICES PROVIDED BY SPORT
FACILITIES

13. Service of Sports Facilities

Sports facilitiess will be as follows, with the

services provided on a case-by-case basis:

1. For sports training, sports competition,
community-based fitness workout;

2. Performing for sports entertainment or a
sporting holiday;

3. For teenagers, for sports teams at all
levels, to provide clubs and training
facilities for professional improvement

and for sports practice;

4. For teenagers, for sports teams at all

levels, clubs, internal competitions of
Woredas and Sub-Citys competitive
services for citywide and national

competitions and festivals.

14. At the Gymnasium

The services the gymnasium offers are:
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1. For teenagers; volleyball for sports teams
and clubs at all levels; basketball,
handball, table tennis, art sports and
badminton for professional improvisation,
practice, training, competition and sports
festival; and

2. It will be Instrumented and un-
instrumental exercise for the service of a
class of all communities.

PART FOUR
RIGHTS AND OBLIGATION OF
USERS OF SPORT FACILITIES
15. Users' Rrights

Users:

1. Right to participate in development
activities at sports relay locations;

2. Right to service according to the program
they are placed in;

3. Right to serve in equality and justice;

4. They are entitled to know the use program
that was put out in a sports relay.

16. Obligation of Users

Users sports facilities:

1. Respecting the use programs that the
governing body issues;

2. Keeping the Security;

3. To take care of property to prevent it from

being wasted and ruined,;
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17.

To defend against any action that might
cause harm or provoke violence;

To comply with the directives and
procedures  issued by the party
administering them;

To repair and restore damage caused by
lack of use;

To make a portion of the payment for the
service he receives unless there is a
contrary situation;

Despite the provisions of Sub Article (7)
of this Article, teenagers and people with
disabilities do not make payments for the

use of the sports facilities.

Preconditions that the User Must Meet

1.

Complementing a sports armature that is
not in conflict with the purpose of a sports
relay facility;

To submit a request for service in advance
of three days in order to serve outside of
the program that the party running the
sports facility will produce;

According to Sub Article (2) of this
Article, it would be when the governing
body for off-program use would be found
to not interfere with the program it had put
out;

Various sports-organized teams; clubs,

federations and committees are required to
announce their annual programme in
advance;

Fee-making in advance for services that

require payment.

18. Issuing the Use Program

1. A usability program will be based on what
the entities that manage the sports relay
facilities at each level will issue;

2. When a use program is introduced, the
priority should be given to various
sporting events that take place from
woreda to city;

3. In the event of emergency sporting
activities run by the facility, the sports
facility will either be reprogrammed or
cancelled, even if the facility is already
booked for a fee;

4. The party that sets out the sports facility's
use program will have to inform the user
community by posting the programs with a
billboard or writing a letter.

19. Service Delivery

1. To ensure that sporting facilities are
provided to all members of the public
through equal and fair service;

2. Facilitating the conditions under which
sports venues in governmental institutions
are serviced following a system of
procedures.

20. Legal Protection of Sports Facilities

Sports facilities:
1. Securing sports facilities that were flagged

by the city's master plan;

2. Providing appropriate supervision for
them to obtain a valid proof-of-possession
map;

3. To prevent any action that may be affected
from taking place;

4. Making the necessary preparations to
prevent pre-emptive natural disasters;

5. To ensure that appropriate sticking action
is taken for damage from loss of use.

Making of Cooperation in the Public and

Private Sector

The status of the office in public-private
partnership with the private sector will be in
accordance with the Addis Ababa City
Government Public-Private Partnership law.

Outsourcing the Service to a third party

The Bureau also communicates the services of
sports facilities to the counterfeit party on a
contract basis with the Public Service and
Human Resources Development Bureau.
PART FIVE
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS
Restrictions

In sports facilities:

1. Use for other uses other than the permitted
purpose; or for smoking shisha or chewing
chat;

2. To commit an act that causes harm or can
cause fighting or quarrels or provoke

violence;
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3. Posting for violations of laws that are
contrary to good ethics or advertised for

alcohol consumption; entering or using

alcohol and addictive

performing gambling and other abusive

activities in the sports remortgage area;
4. Non-implementation  of

precautionary measures, directives and

restrictions;

5. Firearms, carrying sharp, flammable

materials and toxic liquids;

6. Rent-for-hire shops and businesses may be
used outside of the approved method of

purchase or the set service fee, or to rent

or charge;

7. To take possession or to have it used for
other purposes, unless it is in accordance
with the provisions of law for the purpose

of public interest, or if the cabinet of the

city government permits it;

8. It is forbidden other use or service outside

the procedures of provisions made by this

Regulation.

24. The Source Income of Sports Facility

1. The source of income will be as follows:
a) Rental Shops Built with Sports Fields;

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b) From a service fee located at the sports
facility; and

c) From private enterprises, investors,
support and donations from the
resident.

2. According to Sub Article (1) of this
Article, the resources available will be
made available for use by the
administration of the sports area under the
City Government's Financial Management

Law

25. Shops that are Rented and Service Fees

Sporting Facilities:

1. The rental value of the shops or businesses
it rents will be determined by a clear
auction that will be issued,

2. Under Sub Article (1) of this Article, a
bidder will be able to compete with it by
other bidding methods if it is not offered,;

3. For the services they provide, it must be a
service fee that takes into account the
capabilities of the user or consumer and is
affordable.

26. Property Administration

The Bureau or offices administer the sports
facilities under the City Government Property

Administration Law, which states.
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This regulation shall enter into force as of
November 18, 2024.
